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Summerville
Acquires a Touch

of Italia

LATI USA, Inc. is a subsidiary of
LATI S.p.A., an ltalian company that
was founded in a small town near
Milan in 1945. The U.S. contingent
of the corporation is building a
manufacturing plant in the Eastport
Industrial Park in Summerville,
South Carolina which measures
approximately 80,000 square feet.
The company specializes in the
formulation of plastic compounds
that are flame retardant, electricity
conducive and heat and friction
resistant. Following the second
phase of the project the factory will
produce approximately 40 million
pounds of thermoplastic compounds
annually, primarily for electronic,
automotive and appliance manufac-
turers. At this phase, they expect
to employ about 100 people.

The initial foundations of the
LATI corporation began with a small
company called Vido srl. during the
early 1940s when plastic manufac-
turers were extremely rare. The
company’s livelihood included the
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The 80,000 square foot LATI facility

production of bicycle tire adhesives,
which had become a crucial com-
modity to support that increasingly
necessary mode of transportation
during World War 1.

In the 1950s, LATI had begun its
special formulation and coloration
research, and by 1963 they were
the first company in Europe to have
created a wide range of thermoplas-
tic compounds reinforced with
glass fiber.

Cullum Constructors, Inc. has
been involved with the design and
construction of the mechanical
systems for the new U.S. facility.
The system is anchored by a 450 ton
centrifugal chiller and a 1450 GPM
cooling tower. The chiller provides
comfort cooling for the manufacturing

area as well as the offices.

Cullum Assistant Project Engineer,
Robert Wilson said, “The process
equipment at LATI requires cooling
water which is supplied by the
cooling tower. The distribution
system for the process cooling
water runs underground through an
elaborate tunnel system consisting
of stainless steel piping in sizes up
to 16 inches.” He added, “Our
in-house pipe fabrication shop has
been an invaluable asset providing
prefabricated piping on the pump
packages as well as flanges and
cleanouts every twenty feet on

the process piping.”

Other Cullum leadership on the
project includes Foreman Russell
Singletary, Superintendent Rickey
Fitzpatrick and Project Manager
Robby Beaver. The general contractor
on the job is Trident Construction
Company, Inc. represented by Vice
President Tim Kennedy and Superin-
tendent Neil Hoff. The architect and
engineer on the project is Davis
& Floyd, Inc. under the direction
of Rick Borden.
